Boundaries and camp rules need to be followed...we do not want to send anyone home, but if the rules are not
followed then it may become necessary to send a camper home (no refunds will be given if campers go home for
discipline).

2. Dress Code: In order to maintain a Christ like environment and enhance a positive witness for Christ we ask that
campers take the following into consideration when packing:

e Girls: One Piece bathing suits; no spaghetti straps, backless tops or dresses; no tops that display the midriff;
shorts/skirt/dress lengths must be modest, 3-finger width for shirt straps (down to at least finger tips when arms
are at your side).

e Boys: Modest bathing trunks (no Speedos); shirts are to be worn in camp unless at waterfront; no pants or shorts
which fall off the hips (use a belt) all clothing must be modest. (see above for lengths)

e Both: Appropriate foot wear for an outdoor environment; clothing and jewelry should not have offensive slogans
or pictures; under garments should always be concealed.

3. What to Leave @ Home: Weapons of any kind; fans, personal electronics (such as CD players, I-Pods, radios, cell
~ phones, games etc.); pets; food, tobacco products of any kind, drugs or alcohol.
4. This camp complies with the regulations of the Massachusetts Department of Public Health, HIPPA and is licensed
by the Board of Health.
5. Parents and guardians have the right to review health care policies and youth camp procedures. Staff members are
screened according to Massachusetts law.

e All fees and forms must be turned in at (or before) registration...so your child will be
allowed to register for camp.
Registration starts at 4 pm on the Sunday of each camp session.
Pick up begins at 7 pm on the Friday of each session with the final program.
Parents and friends are welcome and encouraged to attend the final program.
e Campers not pre-registered are not guaranteed a bunk so pre-register early.
